1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM.
2. Invocation – The meeting was opened in prayer by Ken.

3. Adjustments to the Agenda – None noted.
4. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report – Updated Directors lists were distributed. A letter from Commissioner Goodwin was received for website suggestions.  Thank you notes were received from David Mallette family and Days Inn Staff.
Lon/William (motion/second/passed) – The February 10, 2010 Board Meeting Minutes were approved.
NCBIA Minutes

5/12/10
The 2008-2009 tax return is available for review.  The 2009-2010 return will be prepared after July1.  Interest income was approximately $2400 for 2009.  The RBC Centura account has $9,019 on hand from credit card receipts as of March 31, 2010.  The SECU account has $76,670 on hand plus $36,000 in Certificates of Deposit and $158 in Shares as of April 12, 2010.  Certificates of Deposit in the amount of $3,000 automatically renew monthly with interest to revert to the SECU Scholarship account annually.  The Scholarship account at SECU has $2,252 on hand plus $32,000 in Certificates of Deposit.  ($156,099)

A second SECU interest checking account was opened to manage the ICC ABM Host Committee finances.  ($20,395)
William/Lon (motion/second/passed) – The Treasurer’s Report was accepted.
5. Guests
A. Craig Burris, Capitol Medals – Dan Dockery introduced Craig to the Board.  The old logo merchandise inventory was sold out at the 2010 seminars.  New logo merchandise will be available online through the NCBIA website.  Craig briefly displayed and described the available merchandise options.  Capitol Medals generated a digitized logo file for the Board for $84.  Dan will purchase some stock display items.
B. Dr. Ken Taylor, NCDENR, ATS 20 Training – Steve Sudderth introduced Ken to the Board.  Ken is the Chief, NC Geological Survey.  He described the ATS 20 training for seismic disasters.  A simulation will take place in 2011 for a magnitude 7.2 event.  They would like CEO, DIRT and NCBIA involvement.  The goal is to have 138 two-man teams ready by May 2011.  The teams will be deployed for eight 12-hour days.
William/Jeff (motion/second/passed) – Steve will chair the coordination committee.
6. 2010 ICC Charlotte Hospitality
A. Barry gave a report of the Host Committee progress to date.

B. NCBIA has contributed $2500 to Lynn Niblock campaign prior to the 2009 Baltimore conference plus an additional $2500 to match the amount for Butch Simmons attempt.  Region 8 is also contributing to his campaign.
7. 2010 COCO Wilmington Quadrennial Meeting – The Board discussed ICC invitations to the Conference.  It was decided that Dominic Sims, Guy Tomberlin and Vaughn Wicker would be the appropriate invitees.

Steve/Lon (motion/second/passed) – Les will contact COCO about the invitations and request that they compensate registration for Dominic and Guy.  NCBIA will offer to pay for their hotel accomodations for 3-nights each.
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8. Webinars, Go-To-Meeting Application – William reported that Mathis Consulting is involved in the IECC amendments.  The vote in Charlotte is critical to passing.  William reported that he and Les had tested the Go-To-Meeting software that can handle up to 15-connections at a time for conferences.  
Steve/Ken (motion/second/passed) – Approval for William to spend up to $500 to subscribe for a 1-year evaluation.
9. Q-Board Issue Updates – William reported on his presentation to the Q-Board requesting a 1-year extension of probationary certificates due to financial hardship.  126-probationary certificates expired the preceding quarter.  The AG Counsel stated that such action would require a Rule change.  The Board questioned whether an emergency/temporary rule is appropriate or if the permit extension law could be used.
10. New Business
A. Board Membership – The Board discussed the inactive status of 3-members.

Jerry is facing misdeneaner charges for performing uncertified Fire Inspections.  He has resigned or retired from his jurisdiction making him inactive and ineligible to serve.
Harry has retired from his jurisdiction making him inactive and ineligible to serve.
Bob has changed employment from Area 2 to Area 4 making him ineligible to serve.
Steve/Glenn (motion/second/passed) – Les will contact Bob that he is no longer eligible to hold the Area 2 Director position since his primary employment is in Area 4.
B. ICC ABM Mailings – Glenn plans to ask ICC for reimbursement for mailings.
C. Rehabilitation Code Classes – Lon reported that Dan Tingen has requested classes through Jim Bartl.
D. Legislature – Chris reported that the GA short session starts today.
E. 2011 NCBIA Conference – Barry reported that we have bids from Sheraton Atlantic Beach, Crown Plaza Asheville and Holiday Inn Wrightsville Beach.  Les will appoint members to the Site Selection Committee to choose a location.
